2. How many clients are currently matched?

3. What is the annual number of adoptions that you complete – get numbers for the past 2-5 years if possible? 

4. Of your annual adoption number, how many of those adoptions did your agency find the birth parents for? 

5. What is your average wait for the past 2-5 years?

6. How much money do you budget for locating a birthmother? 

7. How many failed adoptions you have had?
8. If you have a failed adoption, are you placed on a priority list for the next baby/match? 
9. Do you have to pay any fees again if you have a failed adoption?
10. How early in the pregnancy are you matched with a birthmother? 

11. Does the fee include:

· Counseling?  If not, how much is counseling? Will their insurance cover it? 

· Agency traveling to see the birthparents if they live far? Will there be a mileage charge to see them? Hourly rate? 

· Termination of rights? 

· AIDS & other related testing? 

· Taking birthmother to doctor appointments? 

· Assisting birthparents in finding housing? 

12. How often are you in contact with the birthparents? 

13. What fees are involved in locating a birthfather, if he is not present? 

What percentage of the time do you find birthfathers to have them voluntarily sign termination of their parental rights? 
14. How many years have you been in business? 
15. How long will we have to stay in state – approximate? 
16. Do you work with any hotels in the area for discounts? 
17. Will we need to have an 800 number for the birthmother to call? PO Box for mail? Etc?
